Let’s talk a little about getting around inside of Excel. For convenience sake, I’ll use the much abused term
“navigate” to describe everything from moving around on a worksheet, within a workbook, and even cruising
around on the hard drive looking for files.

Before we can start navigating inside of Excel, we have to get to Excel. As with most things in Windows, there
are more than a couple of ways to do something. Starting Excel is no exception.
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One way is to use the Windows [Start] button, located at the lower left edge of the Windows Task Bar. As you
can see | went from [Start] to [Programs] to [Microsoft Office] to finally get to the entry for [Microsoft Office
Excel 2003]. Double-Click on that and Excel will start.

Your system setup may be different. Mine has the full Microsoft Office Professional setup on it, along with
some other goodies. Your’s may just have Excel installed as a stand-alone application and you may find it back
in the group where [Microsoft Office] was located in this graphic, like Adobe Designer 7.0 is.
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Another way may be if someone has placed a ‘shortcut’ to Excel on the Windows desktop. | have a group of
them on mine, just to keep me from running down the [Start] path:
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Just double-click on the appropriate icon on the desktop and the application will start.

About Double-Click — that means to quickly click the Left mouse button twice in a row.

Another way to open Excel is to find an Excel workbook on your computer and double-click its name to open it.
Windows will know to use Excel to open the file.

I opened [My Computer] (there will probably be a shortcut to it on your desktop) and navigated to a folder
where | saw an Excel type file (.xIs) and am ready to double-click it to open it:
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Wait a minute! You say that you screens don’t look like that when working in Windows Explorer? There are
more options in here than you can shake a cat at. So, once again we will digress and discuss some setup options
for viewing things within the Windows Explorer (the program that lets us navigate around through our
computer and network).
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First, Windows tries really hard to protect the novice user from their own actions. Sometimes, to me at least,
they seem prone to overkill in this area. To begin with, Microsoft seems to think that seeing a file type
extension like .xIs or .doc or .txt will scare the bejesus out of most users, so they hide that. Problem there is that
when you get into a folder and see two files named the same thing, how do you know which one is a .txt file,
which is a .doc file or some other type completely like .xls or.zip? There are clues, but rather than clues, why
not show the full filename?
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We’re still where we were — inside of Windows Explorer but | chose [Tools] and am preparing to choose
[Folder Options] so I can change some settings.
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In the [View] tab of the Folder Options window, look
for the Hide file extensions for known file types
option, and clear the check box by clicking on it.
Now the .xlIs and .zip and .doc portion of filenames
will be displayed. Click [Apply] to put the changes
you make into use while keeping the window open.
Use [OK] to put the changes into effect and close the
window. Leave it open for just a minute, ok?

And as long as we’re in here, lets look at a couple of
other settings that you may want to use so that the
appearance of your screens is much like mine. Go
back to the [General] tab in this window.

I’m using Windows *“classic” folders appearance.
Also, | happen to be on a Windows 2000 OS instead
of Windows XP right now. But no matter...

Here’s a handy time saver. Rather than having to
physically double-click to do things, I’ve set my
machine up to use a single-click in place of a double-
click. Call me lazy, but it saves a lot of clicks over
the course of a day.

Click [OK] to make any changes effective.

One more thing and we can get back to Excel. Windows offers several views of the contents of folders while
you’re browsing and navigating around inside of your hard drive, CD or network areas.
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Windows may or may not present the contents of different folders in the same way. But no matter how the
contents are presented to you initially, you can always choose one of the views to make things appear the way

that works best for you.
Now, back to Excel.
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When you open Excel up without first choosing some .xls file to do it with, it opens with an empty workbook
and it is usually named “Book1.xls” — the number will increase if you open more workbooks during the same
session. Let’s look around at the pieces of the basic Excel screen that are presented to you:
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We will start at the top left. The really busy area of the screen.

The top of the window shows the name of the application [Microsoft Excel] followed by the name of the current
active workbook without the .xlIs piece of the name, Book1.

The next row is the Excel Menu Bar — each of the entries, File, Edit, etc. hides a list of various options you can
use. You can see those lists by either clicking on an entry or by holding the [Alt] key and pressing the key
associated with the underlined letter in the menu name. Example: [Alt]+[f] will open up the File menu. Note
that you don’t have to use uppercase for the letter key; [Alt]+[Shift]+[F] or [Alt]+[f] will both work.

The ones you’ll probably use most often are:
@ File - to save or rename your file or open another.
@ Edit - to do things like Search, Copy, Paste, Delete, etc.
@ Insert —to add new rows, columns and even whole worksheets to your workbook.
Note: Sometimes an entire list is not presented to you right away, you may see something like this:

Insert | Format  Tools  Dat
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Notice the little double-down-pointing arrow heads at the bottom of the list, right
. below Hyperlink. Click that to display the complete list.
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@ Format is another one you may find good use for. It allows you to change the way things appear on a
worksheet, such as background color, font color, presentation of numbers as currency, percentages,
dates, etc.
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@ Help - it really can. When in doubt, click on it or use the [F1] key to activate it and simply type in your
question ... and hope. Sometimes you have to know the magic words. Sometimes you get lucky.

E1 Microsoft Excel - Book1
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The 3" row is the basic Icon Tool bar. It has single functions from some of the Menu lists displayed for your
convenience. These all have a ‘rollover’ feature that will tell you what it is if you must move your mouse
pointer over it briefly. If you hover over the left-most icon you’ll notice it pops up and says “New” meaning
that if you click it you will create a new, empty workbook. The 2" one is the same as using File | Open from
the menu bar.

Moving over a bit, you’ll see one that looks like a pair of open scissors. This is the “Cut” icon. Cut in
Windows means: make a copy of what ever I’ve currently got chosen and remember it; let me go somewhere
else and then Paste a copy of that information and at the same time, delete the information from its original
location. This is different from Copy (the icon immediately to the right of the Cut icon). Copy remembers
what you had chosen when you used Copy and lets you Paste it somewhere else while leaving the original data
unchanged.

The Paste icon is to the right of the Copy icon. It is greyed out when there is nothing in memory (known as the
Windows clipboard) to be pasted.

The thing that looks like a paintbrush is what is known as the Format Painter if we need to get into that later, |

will. But the next two can be lifesavers! Undo and Redo: i the left one is Undo and it will let you do

things like undelete something or uninsert something you didn’t mean to insert. The right one is Redo —
meaning do what | just did, again! Notice the little arrowheads next to each one of these icons. Clicking them
will show you a list of actions that can either be undone or redone — Excel keeps up with more than just the last
thing you did. If they are greyed out, it means there isn’t anything that can be undone or redone.

Skip the ball and chain. It is there so you can easily insert a hyperlink on a worksheet. Something we don’t do
too often at the novice level.
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Autosum - one of my personal favorites. We will talk in more detail about it later.
But essentially it provides a shortcut way to work with a large number of cells to obtain their Sum, Average,
maximum value in the list, minimum value in the list, etc. It’s fairly smart also.

Sorting: 2} ."“L Be very careful using these. Excel is weird at times when it comes to sorting, and can really
mess up your day if you don’t know how it handles sorts. I’ll definitely get into that later on for your own
protection.

The next two icons have to do with charting and using drawing objects (squares, shapes, etc).
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We’re near the end of the first icon row. There is a block that reads 100% right now — that is the zoom window.
If you use the pull-down arrow you’ll find a lot of preset sizings. What this does is control the size of the
worksheet display on your screen. So if you have a sheet that maybe only the last couple of columns or rows
are hidden in, you could reduce the display size to 90% and see it all at once. You can even type a number in
there like 92 or 154 to choose sizes that aren’t preset.

Finally, the question mark in the blue circle: Same as Help from the Menu bar.
Right below the icon tool bar is another group of icons. This is the formatting toolbar.
If you don’t see anything like that in your Excel window, try this from the Menu bar:

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The first area tells you the name of the current in-use typeface. The defaults are usually either Ariel or Times
New Roman. You can use the pull-down arrow to show a list of all fonts available.

The next area tells you the font size in points. The default is 10. Larger numbers result in larger sized font,
smaller numbers, oddly enough, result in smaller sized display of numbers and letters. There’s a pull-down list
for you to use to choose common font sizes if you want to use it.

The B icon sets things up so that what ever is chosen becomes bold enhanced.
The I icon will enable italic display of text and numbers.
The U icon enables underlining of the selected text or numbers.

= These are alignment options. The first one will align text to the left edge of a cell, with ragged right
margin. The middle one will center text in a cell, and the last one right-aligns entries, with ragged left margin.

il

merges several selected cells into one big one. The cells merged can include cells across both rows and
columns as long as the area is rectangular.

$ formats the current selection (cell, cells, row, column) as currency. It automatically adds the dollar symbol,
thousands separator, and decimal. It defaults to showing 2 decimal places. All you have to do is type numbers,
Excel does the rest.

- formats the current selection (cell, cells, row, column) as percentages. Remember that 1 = 100%.

y The comma style is used if you want to show numbers grouped by thousands, hundreds of thousands, etc for
easier reading. Like $ and %, you just type the numbers, Excel does the rest.

The next two icons let you control how many decimal digits are displayed, or not, in numeric entries.

The icons following the decimal digit display controls allow you to slightly indent entries in cells to pad them
with leading white space, or remove that later. The arrows point in the direction the entry will move within the
cell.
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The borders icon gives you quick access to some standard borders for cells. Unless you add
borders, normally when you print a sheet, borders don’t show up even though you see
something looking like borders on the sheet on your screen. You can get more variations and
combinations of borders by using Format | Cells | Borders and Shading from the Menu

bar.

The Fill icon allows you to set the background color for a cell or group of cells. The
default in Excel is not actually white, but is really “No Fill”. This may seem a trivial
difference, but if you print with no fill on colored paper, then the color of the paper will
show through. If you chose the white color, then it would appear white even on colored

paper.
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Font Color This one is just like Fill but it affects the color of the text/numbers
aic color|  displayed in the chosen area. Handy for emphasis or for sneaky things (like

setting the font to white on a white background — suddenly it’s invisible). Or
for making font more readable — as white font on dark cell fill colors.
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Final Iy! We get to the meat of the matter. Actually doing work with a workbook and worksheets in it.

Lets start with security. When opening some workbooks you may get one of a couple of warnings or alerts

about “Macros”.

A macro in Excel is actually full-blown programming code.

With code and the right

permissions, anything can be done including renaming or even destroying files on your system or the network.

Some of the workbooks we’ve prepared with this data include such code. Excel comes “out of the box” set up
to prevent running such code at all. That won’t quite do for us. Here’s how to adjust the Macro Security level
to permit running the needed code while still protecting you from workbooks where you might not be expecting

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Where to start? So much to possibly cover. Books of several hundred pages have been written about using
Excel, how to get around in it, and how to make it really work for you. | am going to go on the premise that
you’re not necessarily creating new workbooks, but instead are working with some that have already been

created and you just need to get around in them and perhaps do a little data analysis.

We start by looking at one page of a workbook that was prepared early on:

The first thing you might notice is that the column headings seem to be missing a few — what’s with starting off
with B and then jumping from F to V? The *missing’ columns are hidden from view because the information in
them was determined to be extraneous for the moment. But what if you need to see some of those columns of

information?
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Easiest way to view them would be to click on any row number on the left side of the sheet — this would
highlight that entire row. Then use the Menu tool bar to unhide all columns. This picture shows that process:

Ok, that was nice, but now | want to hide a column (or row) to get it out of view. To hide one column or row at
a time, just click it’s letter/number to select the entire column/row and then use Format | Column | Hide to
remove it from view.

Need to hide more than one at a time? I’ll give examples for columns, but the procedures apply to rows also.

Dragging — you have to understand dragging first. To ‘drag’ in Windows means to click at an inclusive starting
point and without releasing the left mouse button drag the mouse over a series of objects to be included in an
action. At the end of the group you release the mouse button and all the things you dragged over will remain
selected until you select something else. At this point you can elect to perform some operations that will affect
the entire selected group.

Hiding contiguous columns (or rows) Click the first column identifier that you want to end up hidden. Drag the
mouse across the other column identifiers until you’ve chosen all to be hidden that are side by side. Then use
Format | Column | Hide to hide them. You can do the reverse to unhide some at times. Assume that columns
B, C and D are hidden. You could drag from A to E (which would include B, C and D) and then Format |
Column | Unhide to display those columns.

Hiding columns that are not contiguous. Click the first column to be hidden, then to choose additional columns
to be hidden press the [Ctrl] key and hold it while clicking on other columns. You can release the [Ctrl] key in
between selecting columns. When you do this kind of operation, | recommend that you stop and Format |
Column | Hide to take care of them in groups, because if you mess up and select one you didn’t mean to, it’s
difficult to back out of the process without losing selection of all the previously selected columns.

Any column identifiers listed in column A beginning at row 2 on
that sheet will be hidden on all other sheets when you click the [Hide the Columns] button. They’ll be
unhidden using the other button. Cool! And easy.

For Worksheets it is different. We will get to worksheet maneuvering in a bit. Lets continue looking at dealing
with Rows, Columns and Cells on individual worksheets for now.

All we need to do now is divide the value in cell Y12 by the value in W12 and we will have the average
percentage occupancy.

The big PLUS mark — just the mouse cursor, shows you where you are at. But moving it over certain parts of
special cells will change it. Notice that the cell next to it (our current personal favorite, Y13) is the Active Cell,
as indicated by the highlighted border around it with a square in the lower right hand corner of it.

What if we wanted to move the contents of that cell a little further away from things to make it stand out more?

Easy, move the mouse cursor over the cell, near one of the borders until it becomes a 4-pointed arrow and then
click and hold the mouse and drag the cell to where ever you’d like it to end up at and let go of the mouse
button:

Our next adventure begins here.

Earlier we set up the =AVERAGE() formulas for a couple of columns of information. What if we needed to set
up the =AVERAGE() formula for many, many columns. Lots of tedious work to do it even with some of the
one-button clicks available.

Lets revisit our friend up at Y12 (contains formula =AVERAGE(Y2:Y11) and a value of 90.529. Move the
mouse pointer towards the lower right corner of the cell until it becomes a narrow + symbol:

Now, click-and-hold the left mouse button and drag towards the right side of the spreadsheet for a few cells, say

Wow, numbers magically appeared at the bottom of each column. If you examine any of them individually you
will find that they contain a formula that averages the numeric values in the column above them. Click any cell
to get back to normal mode.

You’d like to get the total (sum) of a partial range of numbers, just a quick view — not so urgent or with a
permanent need to have to build a formula. Is there away? Yes. Didn’t think I’d ask a question I didn’t have a
good answer for, did you?

Select the cells you want a total for and look down in the lower right-corner area of the Excel window.

If we look down at the bottom of the window we would see this; Sum=1313

Excel is telling us that the sum of the cells selected is 1,313. It happens to be right.

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What about working with values in cells from other sheets in the workbook? Using the point and click method
to choose cells on other sheets, you can build formulas anywhere in the workbook that will properly reference
the specific sheet and cell address. Saves lots of typing and reduces chance of error. You can actually build
formulas referencing cells in other sheets in OTHER WORKBOOKS. But that creates some issues later of the
availability of those workbooks because Excel wants to update the information from them to make sure it hasn’t

changed, and if it cannot get to one of them it has no choice but to use the last known value from the other
workbook(s).

I want to work with some of the information on a worksheet but I’m afraid I’ll mess it up? What to do?
Make a copy of the worksheet and work using the copy. The original will remain unchanged.

How to make a copy of a worksheet:

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How do I correct a mistake made in a cell?

Depends on the kind of mistake. If it is drastic and you just want to start all over, select the cell and hit the
[Del] key. Poof, all gone.

If it is correctable you can select the cell and edit the content where it’s shown in the formula bar. Hit [Enter]
when you are done editing.

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Some Formatting Hints and I’'m Out of Here!

When you first start out with a new workbook or new worksheet, all of the cells on the sheet(s) are set up in
what is known as “General” format. You can change that format to better present specific types of information
to be displayed in them. We’ve already seen that there is a dedicated button to control the display of currency
information — the $ button, along with a similar button to quickly set up a cell to display percentages.

What about other things?

You can set every aspect of a cell’s (or group of
them, or column/group of columns or
row/group of rows) appearance from within this
window. The [Number] tab lets you control
how the general presentation is made: as you
typed it, as a number with specified number of
decimal digits shown, and some custom formats
pre-defined.

The Alignment lets you control the direction of
text (yes you can type at angles) and where it
appears within a cell: left, right, centered, top
bottom or centered vertically.

[Font] lets you choose typeface, size, color and
effects like underlining, bold, italic and more.

The [Border] tab lets you define the way lines

The [Patterns] tab permits control of the colors and appearance of the background of cells.

Finally, the [Protection] tab lets you decide whether or not the contents of cells should be allowed to be changed
by someone else. If you “Lock” a cell in that tab, in order for it to truly be locked you have to turn protection
for the sheet or workbook on back up in the Menu toolbar with Tools | Protection | Protect (option) where

(option) is Worksheet, or Workbook and others.
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Sorting
I promised you a little information about sorting to try and help keep you out of trouble.
Put succinctly: Excel ONLY SORTS what is chosen!

So lets say you have a set up like this
