For
regular verbs like “work” you add “E-D” to the end. For example, Yesterday I
“worked” all day.

But some verbs are irregular. You don’ t add “E-D”. You do something else. For
example the verb “eat.” the past tense isn’t eated it’ s “ate.” Yesterday I ATE a big
dinner.

The Past Tense

Learning the past tense is easy. There are regular verbs and irregular verbs. The past tense of regular
verbs add “ed” at the end of the word. For example:

= Play (present tense)  Played (past tense).

e [ play soccer every day (present)

e pablo played soccer yesterday (past)
Here are more examples of regular verbs:

= Look Looked
Open Opened
Walk Walked
Talk Talked
Sign Signed

Irregular verbs are different and their past tense form needs to be learned with practice. For example:
= [Eat (present tense)  Ate (past tense)
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e [ cat breakfast in the morning (present)

e [ ate a good breakfast at school yesterday (past)
